• Listens to others in one -
to- one or small groups,  
when conversation 
interests them 

• Understands use of 
objects (e.g. Which one do 
we cut with?)  

• Beginning to use more 
complex sentences to link 
thoughts (e.g. using and, 
because) 

 

• Listens to familiar stories 
with increasing attention   
and recall  

• Is able to follow 
directions (if not intently 
focused) 

• Able to use language in 
recalling past experiences  

• Uses intonation, rhythm 
and phrasing to make the 
meaning clear to others  

 

• Joins in with repeated 
refrains and anticipates 
key  
events and phrases in 
rhymes and stories  

• Shows understanding of 
prepositions such as 
under, on top, behind by 
carrying out an action 
or selecting correct 
picture 

• Talks more extensively 
about things that are of 
particular importance to 
them 

• Focusing attention – can 
still listen or do, but can   
change their own focus 
of attention  

• Responds to instructions 
with more elements, e.g. 
Give the big ball to me; 
collect up all the blocks 
and put them in the box  

• Continues to make some 
errors in language (e.g. 
crunned) and will absorb 
and use language they 
hear around them in 

• Beginning to understand 
why and how questions  

• Can retell a simple past 
event in correct order 
(e.g.went down slide, hurt 
finger) 

• Questions why things 
happen and gives 
explanations. Asks e.g. 
who, what, when, how 

Uses talk in pretending that 
objects stand for something 
else in play, e.g. This box is 
my castle  

• Uses talk to explain 
what is happening and 
anticipate what might 
happen next 

• Beginning to use a range 
of tenses (e.g. play, 
playing, will play, played)  

• Builds up vocabulary 
that reflects the breadth 
of their experiences  
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 their community and 
culture 

 

Personal, Social 
and Emotional 
Development 

- seeks out companionship 
with adults and other 
children, sharing experiences 
and play ideas. 
-  is becoming more aware 
of the similarities and 
differences between 
themselves and others in 
more detailed ways and 
identifies themself in 
relation to social groups 
and to their peers.  

- Expresses a wide range of 
feelings in their interactions 
with others and through their 
behaviour and play, including 
excitement and anxiety, guilt 
and self -  doubt. 

- uses their experiences of 
adult  behaviours to guide 
their social relationships 
and interactions.  
- enjoys a sense of 
belonging through being 
involved in daily tasks.  

- may exhibit increased 
fearfulness  of things like the  
dark or monsters etc and 
possibly have nightmares 

- shows increasing 
consideration of other 
people’s needs and 
gradually more impulse 
control in favourable 
conditions, e.g. giving up a 
toy to another who wants 
it. 

- talks about how others 
might be feeling and respond 
according to their his 
understanding of the other 
persons’ needs and wants. 

- practices skills of 
assertion, negotiation and 
compromise and looks to a 
supportive adult for  help 
in resolving conflict with 
peers 
- is sensitive to other 
messages of appreciation or 
criticism 

- is more able to recognise the 
impact of her choices and 
behaviours/actions on others 
and knows that some actions 
and words can hurt others’ 
feelings. 

- enjoys playing alone, 
alongside and with others,  
inviting  others to play and 
attempting to join others’ 
play. 
- is aware of being valued 
by others and begin to 
develop ideas about 
themselves according to 
the messages they hear 
from others. 

- understands that expectation 
very depending on different 
events, social situations and 
changes in routine, becomes 
more able to adapt  their 
behaviour in favourable 
conditions 

- shows their confidence and 
self - esteem through being 
outgoing towards people, 
taking risks and trying new 
things or new situations  and 
being able to express their 
needs and ask adults for 
help.

• Shows interest in the 
lives of people who are 
familiar to them  

• Knows some of the 
things that make them 
unique, and can talk 
about some of the 
similarities and 
differences in relation 
to friends or family  

• Comments and asks 
questions about aspects of 
their familiar world such 
as the place where they 
live or the natural world  

• Recognises and describes 
special times or events 
for family or friends  

• Shows interest in 
different occupations and 
ways of life indoors and 
outdoors 

 

• Remembers and talks 
about significant events 
in their own experience  

• Knows how to operate 
simple equipment, e.g. 
turns on CD player, uses 
a remote control, can 
navigate touch - capable 
technology with support 

• Shows an interest in 
technological toys with 
knobs or pulleys, real 
objects such as cameras, 
and touchscreen devices 
such as mobile phones

• Sings familiar songs, e.g. pop 
songs, songs from TV 
programmes, rhymes, songs

• Continues to explore 
colour and how colours 
can be changed
